THE MATERIALS: (This is acrylic so you can’t use your watercolor brushes) 
1 PAINTING KNiFE #J22 + 3-1/2”          $  4.99 
1 BRUSH SET PACKAGE: (Lowell/Cornell) #320     4.99 
        --acrylic brushes (long green or red-handles) 

or-- BRUSH PACK….12 BRUSHES in pk #316567)           4.99 
1 1” paint brush (nylon bristles)             3.00 
3pk REEVES CANVAS PACK           5.49 
1 DOUBLE PACK 16X20” CANVAS STRETCHED     10.00 
1 LIQUITEX GLAZING POLOYMER MEDIUM 16oz.    17.99 
1   GALERIA ACRYLICS 6pk               37.00 
 or  purchase individual tubes @ $ 5.00 tube (5oz.)       
NOTE: THE PAINTS WILL LAST FOR YEARS… good investment
