Evening will focus on Marian
themes. With May as a month
which traditionally honors
Mary as the Mother of God, I
chose to write a reflection on
two Marian sites that I visited.

In 2004, I had the
opportunity to go on a
pilgrimage to Marian shrines
in France, Portugal, and Spain.
Two places which remain dear
to my heart are both Lourdes
and Fatima. Both sites were
places where children had
visions of the Blessed Mother.
Bernadette Sourbirous from
Lourdes, France was a poor,
sickly, and not very bright
child. However, it was in
God's wisdom that this child
received apparitions of Mary
and confirmation of the
Immaculate Conception in
1858. As I heard the stories of
St. Bernadette and visited her
childhood home, I was
amazed at Bernadette's faith
and belief in God. She had to
deal with neighbors' disbelief
as she held onto the
experiences she had of Mary.
I was also deeply impressed
at the faith people had who
visited this Marian Shrine. The
sick and the infirmed became
the royalty of Lourdes as they
were tenderly cared for by
family, friends, and the
nursing staff there.  

At Fatima, I heard the
stories of the faith of the three
children who viewed the
Virgin Mary between May and
October of 1917.

quality hair 
prosthetics to
financially
disadvantaged
children.”
